Instructions For Filling Out the Mars Foundation Scholars Program Grant Application

The purpose of this document is to help you fill out the grant application form: Mars Foundation Scholars Program Grant Application.

The Grant Application should be filled out by the person who will directly be responsible for spending the money.  For a Masters or PhD research grant this would be the student doing the research.  For a Group Project grant this must be a faculty member.

Each field of requested information is given below in bold face type followed by a short description of how to fill that field in.

Application Deadline Date (check one)?


We accept applications for a November 1 deadline with awards made by December 31 and for a May 1 deadline with awards made by June 30.  If you are applying to be considered for a grant for the November 1 deadline put and X in the box in front of November 1.  If for the May 1 deadline put an X in the box in front of May 1.
This request is for which type of Scholars Program grant (check one):
Put an X in the box next to Masters Research if you are a student seeking funding for research that is a required part of your Masters degree (including MBA) program.

Put an X in the box next to PhD Research if you are a student seeking funding for research that is a required part of your PhD degree program.

Put an X in the box next to Group Project if you are a faculty member and are seeking funding for either:

a. A graduate or undergraduate class you teach with a research project requirement or,

b. A faculty advisor to a college or university sponsored student space club, e.g., Students for the Exploration and Development of Space, Mars Society Chapter, etc. engaged in a research project.

Educational Institution:
Enter the name of your college or university.

Applicant’s Name:
Enter the name of the person applying for the grant.  

Mailing Address:
Enter a postal address at which you, the applicant, can be reached and to which a grant check could be sent.

Phone:
Enter a phone number at which the applicant can be reached during the day.  Include area code.
Fax:
Enter a fax number where documents may be faxed to for the applicant.  Include area code.
Email:
Enter the applicant’s email address.
Please provide a brief summary of this funding request (3 to 4 sentances) indicating how this money will be used:
Be specific.  Give details as to the equipment, materials or travel this money will be spent on and how it relates to your research or group project.
Current Requested Amount:
The Mars Foundation may make subsequent grants (separately applied for) for the same research in a later grant cycle, but you should only ask for funds needed within the timeframe of the funding cycle for which you are applying.

Note that each grant category has a maximum amount, but you should only request what you need during the grant cycle you are applying for.
If you anticipate that you will be making a request in a later grant cycle please let us know.

The Mars Foundation reserves the right to grant less than the requested amount, but in no case will we make a grant for less than $250.
Enter a whole dollar amount in US dollars.

Title of your Masters or PhD Research (e.g., Thesis title), or Group Project?
Enter the title under which you intend to submit your research for academic credit, or if a Group Project, the title/name by which it is referred.
How does this research relate to Mars Settlement?
Enter a concise statement of the problem(s) or issue(s) surrounding the settlement of Mars this research of group project will address.  It is acceptable for the research or project to be general to space settlement, for example, design a better air lock, so long as it is also relevant to Mars.
Please list the major financial grants, in-kind and other support pending or committed for this research:
Enter a list of the top six (or less if there are less) other sources of grants of money, goods, or services you have received to support this research or group project.  Provide the actual or an equivalent dollar amount of the support.
If relevant, estimate the number of volunteer hours given towards the project up to this point in time and the total for completion.
Will the Mars Foundation be recognized for its support?  How?
The Mars Foundation appreciates being recognized by our grant recipients.  Links to our website, mentioning our support during conference presentations, our logo on things you build, or mentions in published papers are all appreciated.  As a non-profit we avoid spending money on advertising so we depend upon our grant recipients to make us known.
